Travel & Directions: 
By Road 
Cardiff is served by the M4 and is easily 
accessible from all parts of Britain.

Car Parking 
Car parking in University car parks is extremely 
limited and a permit is required. However, 
there are several short and long stay public car 
parks located close to the University, all of 
which are marked on the University and City 
Centre map. 

There is also limited car parking available 
within the civic centre (along College Road, 
City Hall Road, King Edward VII Avenue and 
Museum Avenue) where a voucher system /pay 
and display operates. 

By Rail 
If you are travelling within the UK we 
recommend that, where possible, you use train 
services, due to limited and expensive parking 
facilities in Cardiff City Centre.  For fares and 
timetables please access: www.trainline.co.uk 
. The Cardiff‐London InterCity service, from 
London Paddington, runs regularly throughout 

the day, with a journey time of less than two 
hours. Frequent regional network trains 
connect Cardiff with Bristol (50 mins), 
Birmingham (2 hrs 10 mins), Southampton (2 
hrs 30 mins), Manchester (3 hrs), Liverpool (3 
hrs) 

From Cardiff Central Station there is a frequent 
train service which stops at Cathays Station, 
located on Cardiff University campus. There is 
also a bus service which leaves from in front of 
Cardiff Central Station. 

By Air

The approximate travel from and to the airport 
is 40 minutes. 

Trains to Cardiff Central from the airport run 
from 6:06 am and every hour until 23:06. Trains 
to Cardiff airport run from 5:41 onwards and 
every hour until 22:36. Please note that Sunday 
services commence at 8:41, are limited and run 
every two hours.  The last train to Cardiff 
Airport is at 20:36. Cost of one way ticket: 
£3.00. 

Buses to Cardiff Central from the airport  are 
operated by 'Airbus Xpress' service X91  on an 
hourly basis 
Mondays to Saturdays daytime and every two 
hours on Sundays. For more information please 
contact Traveline on 0871 200 22 33 or visit 
Cardiff Airport website. Cost of single ticket: 
£3.40 

Taxis are available on a 24hr basis outside 
arrivals. Capital taxis can be accessed to pre‐ 
book a ride to Cardiff Airport on 02920333333. 
Taxi fares should be ranging from £25 to 30 
depending on traffic.



Bristol Airport is approximately 1hr 30 minutes 
away from Cardiff Central. Information on 
timetabled flights to Bristol and travel 
arrangements to Cardiff can be accessed at: 

Taxis are 
available from Bristol Airport at an 
approximate rate of £85. Alternatively, 
delegates my reach Cardiff by bus to Bristol 
Temple Meads train station and then by train to 
Cardiff Central.
